To Whom It May Concern, 

On February 23, 2026, I received a call from James Edward Bowling that he was arrested for Violation Bond/ 
Protective Order over the weekend in Live Oak County. This was based on bond conditions put in place during 
his pending DWI/Open Container case in Llano County. The charge was rejected by the Llano County 
Attorney's Office on January 14, 2026; however, the bond conditions were still showing up through Texas DPS. 
Due to this situation occurring, Mr. Bowling was arrested for violating bond conditions that should have already 
been removed from the Texas DPS system. 

I immediately staffed this situation with CA Dwain Rogers, and I contacted Live Oak County Attorney's Office 
to explain the situation. I emailed their office a copy of the rejection letter, and they agreed to drop the charge 
in Live Oak County and forwarded the rejection letter to Magistrate. I contacted Delhia Moss with the LCSO to 
get the bond conditions released from the DPS system. 

Mr. Bowling paid $300.00 with Danny Garcia DBA Live Oak Bail Bonds in order to bond out of jail, as well as 
paying TXTOW CORP dba Texas Towing for picking up his vehicle at the scene when he was arrested. This 
situation was discussed with former County Judge Ron Cunningham, who agreed we could obtain proof of Mr. 
Bowling's payments made to the bonding company and towing company to present to the Llano County 
Commissioner's Court and request reimbursement for Mr. Bowling based on an arrest that should have never 
occurred. 

Mr. Bowling was unable to obtain proof of payment from the bonding company; however, he did provide an 
invoice from the towing company. He also provided a screenshot of the transaction paid from his bank card of 
$443.63; however, the towing company invoice shows the balance of$449.21 was paid. I asked him ifhe made 
a second payment since the amount was less than what the invoice shows was paid, and he said that he paid 
what the driver of the tow truck told him and was not required to pay anymore. I advised him that if it is 
approved for him to get reimbursed, he would only receive $443.63, which is what he actually paid the towing 
company. He stated he understood. 
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Mr. Bowling is appreciative to the Llano County Attorney Office for assisting him to get this issued resolved. 
He is also grateful for the Llano County Commissioner's Court taking time to hear this matter.
